On Tuesday mid-day, about 70 students began a sit-in at
President Bruininks’ office in Morrill Hall. They demanded
a meeting with Bruininks to express their support for the
demands of striking clerical workers and to ask Bruininks to
return to the negotiating table quickly to resolve the strike,
which is affecting business as usual at the U.
